Parathion was stored in this bourbon bottle collected
near Wenatchee. Pesticides should always be stored
in their original containers, and they should NEVER
be stored in containers that once held food or
beverages. This was a potentially deadly accident
waiting to happen

An old, cluttered shipping container used for
pesticide storage. Storage areas should be
periodically inspected and pesticides that are no
longer used, or that should be disposed of or given
to another user if still legal. Cluttered storage areas
are safety hazards, especially those with aging
containers.

These steel kegs contain sodium arsenite. Most old
kegs of this pesticide are in poor condition.
